History:

This is the second occasion that the Green Fair is to take place in the tradition of the Rainbow Festival as a showcase for green issues, sustainable living, Fair Trade and social and cultural diversity. A small group of residents and members of local groups such as Friends of the Earth, have decided to take on the challenge yet again!

Planning:
We have carefully reviewed the experiences of our Fair in May 2007.  This year we have more experience, but less cash!  The generous support of National Lottery’s ‘Awards for All’ is no longer available to us, so our general aims are more modest.  Therefore, this year there will no evening event.

However, there WILL be 

· A car boot sale 

· MORE space for indoor stalls 
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Stalls and performers:
The plan is to have a selection of stalls and vendors covering every aspect of environmental, cultural, community and transport issues which is as varied as possible.
This whole event is based around the idea that local people can have an influence, and have an important role in their community.

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Key Areas of the Site
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In addition to the spacious indoor facilities, the open air quadrangle provides a light and picturesque area for displays or stalls and would be useful for shows, displays or workgroups
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Car Boot Sale
The large playground space will be used for the car boot sale, and other vendors.  We will not be having an outside stage this year.

Stallholders’ vehicles will be parked in other areas of the site.
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The dining room:
The dining room will be used as an indoor performance area

Last year the poor weather forced us indoors and this room proved to be an excellent performance space

The volunteers will run the dining area, selling snacks and drinks, including a bar. There is also room for displays of groups or of children’s work. 
The terrace:

The area just outside the main entrance has an open terrace where attention grabbing items or stalls could be placed.
Toilets:
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Generous good quality provision.
Corridors:
The corridors are wide enough to support a number of stalls and displays.

In the light of last year’s experience, we will regulate carefully the number of stalls in these spaces

Classrooms: 
If there are specialized stalls that require quiet or strange loud noises classrooms can be used.
Equality statement:

The organisers are committed to inclusion and would welcome the voices of BME, disabled peoples’ user-led organisations and other marginalised groups or individuals. Individual disabled people are invited to discuss with the organisers their access needs. Wheelchair access to all spaces is provided and disabled toilets are located in several places.
Pricing policy:
Fees for stalls start at £15 for space 8ft wide. Provision for other spaces can be made by negotiation.  Boot Sale pitches are £6
