Suggestions:

· For Colleen to obtain from the regional FOE office, a quantity of the tescopoly leaflets to raise awareness for distribution either on the streets, or on car windows on the car parks 

· That as well as action relating to Tesco, that FOE Beverley should produce a locally sourced goods shopping guide, highlighting local businesses as an alternative to large supermarkets. 

· Link in with the local chamber of trade, Town Council  and local councillors 
· Try to set up our own FOE stall at the Saturday or Wednesday market to showcase and sell local, organic and fair trade products.  This would also help raise the profile of FOE Beverley and money generated  could  fund other campaigns, leaflets etc.

· Celebs such as Dawn French  and Terry Wogan who advertised for Tesco should be contacted 

· Now that Netto it the only in town competition maybe they could be persuaded to stock local and or organic produce.
· A letter will be drafted to Proudfoots who recently took Tesco to court over unfair trading and lost, but their knowledge of Tescos corporate policy could be invaluable and may net us a guest speaker for future events

· An article will be written to the local press on the subject

· The local fair trade group will be invited to the next meeting

The HOTI Steering Group was set up as soon as the proposed site of the waste incinerator at Hedon was announced. Chaired by the local MP, Graham Stuart, it includes local councillors and activists of all political persuasions. This group has been co-ordinating action against the proposals and managing the administrative side of HOTI.
